Topic: The Kaharoa Kokako Trust

The Kaharoa Conservation Area is a rugged piece of Crown land half way between
Rotorua and Te Puke. The Conservation area is home to a remnant population of
kokako, which is protected through the work of the Kaharoa Kokako Trust.
From 1989-1997 the block was part of a major research project carried out by the
Department of Conservation and Landcare Research. This showed for the first time
that predation by possums and ship rats was the main cause of kokako decline. This
information has enabled groups like the Kaharoa Kokako Trust to protect the birds.
